The partnership between parents and the school is
another significant aspect of our community. Parents
are encouraged to volunteer their time and talents in
supporting the many co-curricular programs at the
school. We further this partnership by encouraging
active involvement on the part of parents and keeping
parents fully informed about their child’s progress and
school activities. Numerous gatherings, such as the

Welcome Coffee, Annual Dinner, and Parents’ Night,

bring parents together. Parents volunteer in a variety of

ways, from chaperoning trips to helping organize events
sponsored by the Parents’ Association, including the
blood drive, book fair, family holiday sing, and the

auction benefit, which is held every three years.

The many programs and activities that bring together
students across the grades serve to promote respect and
a shared sense of community. Collaborating in the arts,
athletics, extracurricular activities, and community
service, our students join in a variety of common
projects that unite them from the Lower, Middle, and
Upper Schools. Middle School students visit Lower
School classrooms to read aloud. Older students in the
Lower School also meet with their reading buddies in
the first grade regularly. Upper School Peer Leaders

often volunteer in Lower School classrooms as well.



Campus and Facilities

The Greenwich Country Day School, located on

an 80-acre campus in the heart of Greenwich, has
outstanding facilities that feature bright classrooms,
expansive playing fields, and superb resources in arts,
athletics, and technology. Three separate buildings for
the Lower, Middle, and Upper Schools ensure that the
facilities for each age group are tailored to their needs.

The spacious campus and quality facilities underscore

the sense of purpose and standards evident in all we do.

In these surroundings, students take their work and
obligations to their community seriously. Recent
enhancements to campus include a major renovation
to the Lower School that added a common area for
meetings and assemblies, created a new library and
additional classrooms, and enlarged many existing
classrooms. Alumni Hall, our new all-school center,
with a regulation basketball court, is large enough for

gatherings of the entire school community.

With the resources to house nearly 60 percent of our teaching faculty, GCDS is able to recruit
nationally for the most qualified teachers. Our housing benefit coupled with a highly competitive

salary and benefit package allows GCDS to attract and retain an outstanding faculty.

FROM THE CONNECTICUT TURNPIKE,
1-95:

From the East (New Haven)

Take Exit 4, Indian Field Road, Cos Cob.

Turn right at the end of the ramp onto Indian
Field. Proceed straight on Indian Field to the
traffic light. Turn left at the light onto East
Putnam Ave. (Rt. 1). Proceed to the third traffic
light. Turn right at the light onto Old Church
Road. Continue straight .9 miles to the last
driveway on right. Bear left after entering
driveway. The Admission Office is in the

white building with a pillared portico.

From the West (New York City)
Take Exit 4, Indian Field Road, Cos
Cob. Turn left. Follow remaining

instructions above.

FROM THE MERRITT PARKWAY:
From the East (New Haven)

Take Exit 31, North Street. Bear right on

the ramp, turning right onto North Street.

Go 3.3 miles on North Street to traffic light

at Fairfield Road. Turn left onto Fairfield Road.
Make first right turn onto Old Church Road. Turn
left into first driveway. The Admission Office is in

the white building with a pillared portico.

From the West (New York City)
Take Exit 31, North Street. Bear left on
the ramp, turning left onto North Street.

Follow remaining directions above.
